Apply with a premium-quality polyester brush, pad 

applicator, roller or airless sprayer. If applying by 

sprayer, back-roll or back-brush to work primer 

into the surface. Apply a liberal coat of primer 

uniformly, working well into the surface. Allow to 

dry at least 4 hours before applying a latex top 

coat, overnight for oil top coats.

Pressure: 2000 PSI 

Tip: 0.017–0.021″ 

Brush: Premium-quality polyester
