Wood: Sand
bare wood to a fresh surface. Patch holes and
imperfections with a wood filler and sand smooth.
Remove sanding dust. Previously Painted
Surfaces: Scrape loose and peeling paint, sand,
then prime. Wire brush chalking areas and clean
with TSP (or equivalent) and water, removing as
much chalk as possible. Dull glossy surfaces with
gloss remover or sandpaper. Countersink nails
and apply a rust-inhibitve metal primer on
exposed nail heads. Fill nail holes with putty.
Caulk all cracks and joints. Masonry: Brush loose
sand, dust and other material from the surface.
